3 The Necessary of The Law

   When we assert that law either is, or is not necessary to man, we 
are clearly engaged in a process of evaluation. The legal thinkers of 
all ages and societies assert that there is a strong relationship 
between law and what is good for man, and what he needs for the 
attainment of his objectives. 

      For those (thinkers) who see in man either the incarnation of evil 
or at best a mixture of good and bad impulses, law is necessary for 
retraining the forces of evil. On other hand, those (thinkers) who 
view man's nature as inherently good look for some fundamental 
defect in man's social environment as the true cause of the evil which 
afflict him. Therefore, the government, the political authority, and 
the legal system highly affect man's environment and they have 
become the center of criticism.

    Plato in his "Republic" puts his faith in a system of education 
which will not only produce adequate rules but will also serve to 
condition the rest of the population.
